Marco Aurelio Aguilar Mata was
born on November 21 1913, in the

He was the
mentor and promoter of @ consid-
erable group of local and national
painters to whom he instilled his
solid tutelage.

In the mid-1970s, Cartago was
home to the Juan Ramon

Bonilla School of Art. Don Marco
was one of his teachers and there
| felt his charisma as a teacher.
One of many days after school |
exchanged a warm greeting with
him, and as he was a gentleman of

As an
educator from the Colegio de San Luis
Gonzaga, he knew how to stay afloat
from any matter, no matter how
uncomfortable, he never remained silent.
If he were still alive today, | imagine he
would be surprised by what was
exhibited in this biennial that bears his
name, an event that is in full improve-
ment edition by edition. It is meritorious
because it rewards the quality, creativity,
and demand that sustain a contemporary
artistic practice where research is
carried out on techniques, references,
and spearhead languages in
experimentation with new resources and
critical-creative processes.

And | say that this biennial scales the
logical ascent of time and the evolution
of art, because today it is conceptualized
more than ever, and we find proposals
where the spectators are required to
have depth of reading, they are signs
that shake us, such as the awards and
mentions, the vanguard of the critical
manifestations of current art in the
country, next to artists who support
themselves and in each edition we find
their proposals and that | will take up
again in a second part of this
commentary.
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
